WTMC expectations of drivers on Club trips are that they will: 
 

• At all times drive legally, in accordance with the Road Code and license 
guides. This includes: 

§ Staying below the speed limit at all times 
§ Never using mobile phones (including checking messages etc.) or 

other electrical devices (e.g. Ipods) while driving a vehicle; 
• Not drink alcohol within the 24 hours prior to driving; 
• Drive at a speed and in a manner that is comfortable for all persons who are 

travelling in the vehicle (this may be lower than the legal speed limit and 
depend on the conditions); 

• Pay for any traffic fines they incur (since the club expects drivers to follow 
the Road Code); 

• Follow  the terms of any rental vehicle agreement; 
• Report any damage or mechanical issues with a van to the Transport Officer 

promptly; 
• If picking up/dropping off passengers, ensure that the vehicle is off the road 

and is only stopped when it is safe to do so.
